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Abstract

This document provides a MS Word sample (of the formatting) of a paper for the International Conference on Recent Advances in Natural Language Processing (RANLP).

If the abstract is longer than half the text height perhaps you are trying to say too much.  

Keywords
Keywords are useful to the organizers to decide who should review a submission. Also the readers of the proceedings will find these helpful.

1. Introduction

This document is a sample of how to format a submission (and later, the camera ready copy) to the International Conference on Recent Advances in Natural Language Processing (RANLP). RANLP hopes to give these conference by-products a single, high-quality appearance. To do this, we ask that authors follow some simple guidelines. In essence, we ask you to make your paper look exactly like this document. The easiest way to do this is to follow the instructions in this document and use the same predefined styles for the appropriate sections.

2. Page size

All material on each page should fit within a rectangle of 17 x 24.7 cm (6.7" x 9.72"), centered on the page, beginning 2.50 cm (1") from the top of the page and ending with 2.50 cm (1") from the bottom.  The right and left margins should be 2 cm (.79”). The text should be in two 8.25 cm (3.25") columns with a .50 cm (0.2") gutter.

3. Typeset text

3.1 Title and Authors

The title (Paper-Title style Times New Roman 18-point bold), authors' names and affiliations (“Affiliations” style, Times New Roman 10-point) run across the full width of the page – one column wide. See the top of this page for three addresses. If only one address is needed, center all address text. For two addresses, use two centered tabs, and so on. For more than three authors, you may have to improvise.

3.2 Body Text

Please use a 10-point Times Roman font, or other Roman font with serifs, as close as possible in appearance to Times Roman in which these guidelines have been set. The goal is to have a 10-point text, as you see here. Please use sans-serif or non-proportional fonts only for special purposes, such as distinguishing source code text. If Times Roman is not available, try the font named Computer Modern Roman. On a Macintosh, use the font named Times.  Right margins should be justified, not ragged.

3.3 Indentation

No indentation of:

• the paragraph after section headings (this happens automatically if you use “Body Text 2” style);

• first paragraph on new pages (this happens automatically if you use “Body Text 2” style);

• top paragraph of second column (this happens automatically if you use “Body Text 2” style);

• paragraph after lists environments (this happens automatically if you use “Body Text 2” style);

• paragraph after figures/tables/equations (this happens automatically if you use “Body Text 2” style).

For the indented paragraphs use “Body Text Indent” style.
3.4 Tables

Because tables cannot be split across pages, the best placement for them is typically the top of the page nearest their initial mention. The contents of the table itself must be aligned properly in rows and columns, with the desired horizontal and vertical rules.

Do not end the captions of tables/figures with periods. One line captions look nice and are easy to read. You may wish not have parentheses italicized in captions by toggling the italics around the parentheses

3.5 References and Citations

Footnotes should be Times New Roman 9-point, and justified to the full width of the column.

Use the standard Communications of the RANLP format for references – that is, a numbered list at the end of the article, ordered alphabetically by first author, and referenced by numbers in brackets [1]. See the examples of citations at the end of this document. Within this template file, use the style named references for the text of your citation.

3.6 Page Numbering, Headers and Footers

Do not use page numbering for the camera ready copies (because you wouldn’t know the final pages in the proceedings where  your paper will be placed). 

For your submission it is helpful to have page numbers.

4. Figures/Captions

Place Tables/Figures/Images in text as close to the reference as possible.  It may extend across both columns to a maximum width of 17.78 cm (7”).

Captions should be Times New Roman 9-point bold (“Caption” style).  They should be numbered (e.g., “Table 1” or “Figure 2”), please note that the word for Table and Figure are spelled out. Figure’s captions should be centered beneath the image or picture, and Table captions should be centered above the table body.

5. Sections

The heading of a section should be in Times New Roman 14-point bold in all-capitals flush left with additional 6-points of white space above the section head (Heading 1 style).  Sections and subsequent sub-sections should be numbered and flush left. For a section head and a subsection head together (such as Section 3 and subsection 3.1), use no additional space above the subsection head.

5.1 Subsections

The heading of subsections should be in Times New Roman 12-point bold with only the initial letters capitalized (Heading 2 style). (Note: For subsections and subsubsections, a word like the or a is not capitalized unless it is the first word of the header.)

5.1.1 Subsubsections

The heading for subsubsections should be in Times New Roman 11-point italic with initial letters capitalized and 6-points of white space above the subsubsection head (Heading 3 style).

5.1.1.1 Subsubsections

The heading for subsubsections should be in Times New Roman 11-point italic with initial letters capitalized (Heading 4 style).

6. Colors

No doubt about it—colors are catchy! RED, BLUE, GREEN, etc. However, you should consider the following:

1. Ultimately the proceedings will be printed in black and white; this will make the colors come out as shades of grey and may not be easily distinguishable from one another.

2. Many reviewers print your submission and read a hardcopy and many printers are set by default to black and white printing; reviewers may not necessarily browse through the whole submission to decide they should print it in color or on a color printer.

7. Acknowledgements

This section is optional; it is a location for you to acknowledge grants, funding, editing assistance and what have you. In the present case, for example, the RANLP organizers would like to thank ACM, Gerald Murray in particular, for allowing us to adapt the ACM stylesheet for our conference.
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
